Advanced Placement Program - Policies and Guidelines

The aims and goals of our Advanced Placement Program are:  to expose students to college-level experiences; to help students develop critical literacy skills and higher order thinking; to enrich content knowledge for students; to help students develop a strong work ethic through academic rigor; to build students' confidence in their academic abilities; to help students perform successfully on the AP tests.

 
Criteria for Teacher Recommendation

High School Protocol:

· Strong work ethic.

· Academic ability.

· Math and/or literacy skills (reading, writing, analytical, verbal, computation).

· Consistent quality of work and/or marked improvement.

Note:  Borderline students must attend appropriate summer program if available and/or after school tutoring.

Hackensack Middle School and Sending District Protocol:

· Teacher recommendation based on criteria.

· Entrance test(s) – given to all grade 8 students.

Performance Requirements Upon Acceptance

Shows commitment including:

· Completes assignments consistently and carefully.

· Meets deadlines.

· Maintains B average.

· Participates actively.

· Seeks assistance if requested.

· Attends mandatory tutorial with lower than B (80) average until the end of the marking period or at the teacher’s discretion.

Note:  Students encouraged to take exam (free and reduced lunch students have no or minimal payment for exam).

Consequences for Failure to Meet Requirements

Reasons for Removal:

· Marking period grade of D or F.

· Not meeting teacher as requested, regarding assistance with performance.

· Not attending mandatory tutorial planned and scheduled by teacher.

· Two or more significant assignments submitted late.

· Failure to complete summer assignment by first day of class (extenuating circumstances will be reviewed by AP Review Board).

Removal Process:

· Remove on a case-by-case basis.

· Conference with parent, department head, teacher and student.

· Inform guidance counselor.
